to do. I can report that we are 
making good progress and I am 
excited about the future of this 
cooperative.

We have scheduled our 
second annual �Cabin Fever 
Day� for January 26.

As many of you are aware 
United Tel�Com (a local 
cooperative) which provides 
telephone services to many of

We have been 
blessed with good crops and 
for the most part adequate 
moisture. For those of us in the 
livestock market, 2005 was a 
great year. Yet, it was a year that 
brought us $3 fuel, record high 
fertilizer and energy prices. For 
some it was the beginning of 
dreams and hopes, for others 
the realization that life is not 
easy. With our country at war, 
many in our area were called 
upon to protect our freedom 
and in some cases, offer the 
ultimate sacrifice.

As we bring 2005 to a 
close, I  would like to thank 
the members of the Right 
Cooperative team and 
commend them for a job well 
done. As a team they have 
pulled together to �accomplish 
more with less.� I am proud 
of their efforts.

Three Mycogen sorghum hybrid 
varieties took �rst, fourth and �fth in the 
DCCC plot north of the Koch Nitrogen 
plant. There were 31 varieties planted 
in the plot which is sponsored by Koch 
Nitrogen, Right Coop and several other 
businesses in the area.

The top yielder in the plot was the 
Mycogen 697 variety with a 116 bushel per acre yield. The 697 is 
a bronze medium maturity hybrid with a 14,500 seed count per 
pound. It has a semi-compact head and has excellent standability 
and �ts both irrigated and dryland acres. The 697 is a medium 
plant height and performs extremely well under stressed condi-
tions. It has good dry down at harvest and has a C.E.I. & K. bio-
type resistance rating for greenbugs and also features a very high 
level of resistance to downy mildew. The 697 variety comes treated 
with Concept III seed safener and can be ordered with a Cruiser 
seed treatment package. I would recommend that you plant the 
697 on your better ground and with good management this vari-
ety will be your top yielder. Set some of your 2006 milo acres aside 
to plant Mycogen 697 and you will not be disappointed.

Our top selling sorghum for several years at the Right Coop, 
M3838, took fourth place in the plot yielding 107 bushels with 
a test weight of 61.5. This cream medium maturity hybrid has 
been around for several years and continues to be one of our 
most consistent performers. It might not always take �rst place in 
yields, but it is always there during droughty conditions and will 
also respond to moisture, producing high yields. We had reports 
that the M 3838 yielded over 100 bushels at several �eld locations 
in the area this fall harvest.

The 627 hybrid yielded 106 bushels per acre in the plot and 
performed very well at several �eld locations. The 627 is a bronze 
medium early hybrid with a semi compact head. With a 13,750 
seed count per pound it is a medium height variety which per-
forms well under stressed conditions. I would highly recommend 
this variety for your dryland acres.

If you are looking at planting your milo early or double crop, 
then we have the answer for you: the Mycogen 1G600. This vari-
ety has a large seed with 12,000 seeds per pound. The seed/grain 
color is bronze. The 1G600 has excellent drydown and will allow 
you to get your crop harvested early and at the same time produce 
high yielding bushels.

With the higher fertilizer and fuel costs that are going to be 
around for some time, I have spoken to several producers who 
have traditionally raised corn under irrigation and if you are con-
